Teacher’s Notes (Posters)
Objective

Pupils will be able to make an informative poster.
Suggested Teaching Procedures

Warm-up

· Ask pupils if they have ever been to a fun fair/carnival before.

· Ask pupils how they knew about the fun fair/carnival.

· Some pupils may say from advertisements on TV or radio.

· Show a poster to the pupils.

· Tell them that poster is a form of print advertisement. It is a very popular way of promoting events.

Introduce a poster

· Watch the animation about John, Sally and Miss Lee.

· Listen to the explanation of a poster’s format.  

· Click on any parts of the poster to hear the explanation again. 
· Help pupils identify the key information in a poster:

- Name of the event

- Date of the event

- Time of the event
- Place of the event

- Activities in the event

- Slogans or catchy phrases about the event
- Organisation holding the event

Make a poster for a charity sale (Modelled writing)

· Watch the animation about John and Sally.

· Ask pupils to identify the key information in a poster.

· Ask pupils to drag-and-drop the information to the correct places on the poster.
· Click ‘Listen’ to hear the information on the poster.
Make a poster for an old book sale (Guided writing)

· Watch the animation about John. Pay attention to the information of the old book sale. 
· Ask pupils to complete John’s poster by typing the information in the correct lines. (Ensure pupils complete all the lines.)

· Click ‘Hint’ buttons to obtain some writing hints. 
· Click the ‘Preview’ button when pupils have finished typing in the information.

· Click the ‘Change answers’ button to revise any answers.

· Click the ‘Print’ button to print the poster.
· Click the ‘Next’ button to proceed to the next exercise without printing.

Make a poster for a pet carnival (Independent writing)

· Watch the animation about Sally.

· Ask pupils to complete Sally’s poster by typing in the information in the poster. (Ensure pupils complete all the lines.)

· Click the ‘Hint’ button to obtain hint questions.

· Click the ‘Preview’ button when pupils have finished typing in the information.

· Click the ‘Change answers’ button to revise any answers.

· Click the ‘Print’ button to print the poster.
